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Introduction To Youth Outreach
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Youth Outreach was established in November 1991 as a crisis intervention center for youth.
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All-night Outreaching Program

Youth Qutreach is a unique service among youth programs in Hong Kong. We have eight outreaching workers who go

out in vans from ten at night until 51x {n the morning scouring the streets of Hong Kong, Kowloon and the New
i for & Tk vs" particularly those under the age of elghteen. In fact, the average age of the

youngsters we pick up Is about 12 and the youngest we have picked up was 4.
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Crisis Centers {Boys® & Girls” Centers)

We take these young people back to our crisis centers located at Sal Wan Ho where we provide professional counseling
to beth them and their parents with the zim of getting them home as soon as pessible. Our centers are small-scale
family style hostels where we attempt to address the factors, which led 1o running away. Our centers are alse unique
in inasmuch as 21l admission procedures are done after the youngsiers have come to us. After the youngsters have
returnied home we follow them for a further six months, We believe that the important thing Is to get them off the
Streets as soan as possible and out of clutches of the triads, the pimps and the drug pushers,

W also run the only 24-hour hotline for voung people in Hong Kong again making possible an immediate response to
crists situations. YWe provide a round the clock service.

We deal with more than 1,000 cases on the streets each month and more than 700 residential cases each year not to
mentien those youngsters we help who do not actually meove in to our centers. Our success rate 1o date is in excess
of 3%,
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Independence Hall (for boys and girls)

A “home” for those boys and girls who are of working age but living roughly at their wark-place or on the streets. We
provide them with age-appropriate counseling, basic life skills training and help them settle into a regular job. After
staying with us for six months, they are able to establish an independent life and have a regular job.
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Y.E.S. —— Youth Employment Start-up Program

Youth Employment Start-up Program aims at training up marginalized youth who have few skills and no academic
qualifications to hunt for a job easily in the labour market. Y.E.S. employs and provides them with a stable platform
to equip themselves with the basic skills necessary, to raise their interest and spirit for work and help them learn
more about interpersonal relationship skills. When they have improved and are ready to stand on their own, “Youth
Outreach” will help them find 2 permanent job elsewhere so that they can support themselves In future.

The training platform provided by Y.E.S includes : Express Services, 7-ELEVEN , Cousin Cousin Café, Fullness Hair and
LT. Development Warkshop.
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The Hang Out

Started In July 2002, *The Hang Out" is a 24-hour drop-in centre which gives young people a safe environment to
meet friends and engage in various activitles, while at the same thmes offering our social workers an epportunity to
understand their needs. It also provides supporting services for the Young Night-Drifters Outreaching Teams. The
Hang Out is equipped with various facilities in order to attract more young people.
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School of Hip Hop

Funded by the Youth i o and E Fund, the School of Hip Hop was established in
October 2004. It provides training in dancing, for interested young people, During the training, we can easily meet
voung people and understand their needs, with the help of our social workers, and assist the young people to build-
up their confidence and to raise their motivation to study or Lo work.
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The Hong Kong Institute of Youth Studies

The Hong Kong Institute of Youth Studies was established in July 2003, It offers a formal training program to students
of social work or related disciplines, youth workers, teachers and others who are involved in youth work from Mainland
Ching, Macau and Taiwan, The program is primarily focused on Youth Work, including leciures, supervised fleld work
and a period of work experience. In 2ddition, it also provides an cpportunity for the participants 1o exchange ideas
and experience with other trainees from different backgrounds.
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Concorde Psychological Services

Concorde Psychological Services is a subunit of Youth Outreach. With a team of professionals including clinical
psychologists, soclal workers, senior counselors and doctors, we provide a one-stop service to the public who are
concerned about psychological health. Users can utflize our psychological and counseling services, while at the same
time benefic from all-embracing services of our multidisciplinary team. Our target group is anyone concerned about
psychological health. Through our service, we wish to achieve the following aims:

+ Establish one-stop psychological services

* Assist the healthy psychological development of youth and their families

* Advocate of the concern of working women for their own psychological well being
* Promote the awareness of the public concerning psychological health
